“The Lord’s Passover begins at twilight on the fourteenth day of
the first month. ° On the fifteenth day of that month the Lord’s
Festival of Unleavened Bread begins; for seven days you must
eat bread made without yeast.  On the first day hold a sacred
assembly and do no regular work. ® For seven days present a
food offering to the Lord. And on the seventh day hold a sacred
assembly and do no regular work.”

The Lord said to Moses, ° “Speak to the Israelites and say to
them: ‘When you enter the land | am going to give you and you
reap its harvest, bring to the priest a sheaf of the first grain you
harvest. " He is to wave the sheaf before the Lord so it will be

accepted on your behalf; the priest is to wave it on the day after
the Sabbath.

“From the day after the Sabbath, the day you brought the sheaf of
the wave offering, count off seven full weeks. " Count off fifty days
up to the day after the seventh Sabbath, and then present an
offering of new grain to the Lord. " From wherever you live, bring
two loaves made of two-tenths of an ephah of the finest flour,
baked with yeast, as a wave offering of firstfruits to the Lord.”

Hold a sacred assembly and deny
yourselves, and present a food offering to the Lord. *° Do not do
any work on that day, because it is the Day of Atonement, when
atonement is made for you before the Lord your God.
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JEUTERONOMY 16:13-1a NIV

Celebrate the Festival of Tabernacles for seven days after you have
gathered the produce of your threshing floor and your winepress.
" Be joyful at your festival—you, your sons and daughters, your male
and female servants, and the Levites, the foreigners, the fatherless
and the widows who live in your towns. ™ For seven days celebrate
the festival to the Lord your God at the place the Lord will choose. For
the Lord your God will bless you in all your harvest and in all the work
of your hands, and your joy will be complete.



JEUTERONOMY 16:16-11 NIV

Three times a year all your men must appear before the Lord
your God at the place he will choose: at the Festival of
Unleavened Bread, the Festival of Weeks and the Festival of
Tabernacles. No one should appear before the Lord empty-
handed: " Each of you must bring a gift in proportion to the way
the Lord your God has blessed you.

Get rid of the old yeast, so that you may be a new unleavened
batch—as you really are. For Christ, our Passover lamb, has
been sacrificed. ® Therefore let us keep the Festival, not with the
old bread leavened with malice and wickedness, but with the
unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.

" When the hour came, Jesus and his apostles reclined at the
table. ® And he said to them, “l have eagerly desired to eat this
Passover with you before | suffer. *° For | tell you, | will not eat it
again until it finds fulfillment in the kingdom of God.”

After taking the cup, he gave thanks and said, “Take this and
divide it among you. " For | tell you | will not drink again from the
fruit of the vine until the kingdom of God comes.” ® And he took
bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to them, saying, “This
is my body given for you; do this in remembrance of me.” *° In the
same way, after the supper he took the cup, saying, “This cup is
the new covenant in my blood, which is poured out for you.”
