Caesar gave orders that they should now demolish the entire city and Temple,
but should leave... the wall [that] enclosed the city on the west side. This wall
was spared,... as were the towers also spared, in order to demonstrate to
posterity what kind of city it was... but for all the rest of the wall [surrounding
Jerusalem], it was so thoroughly laid even with the ground by those that dug it
up to the foundation, that there was left nothing to make those that came
thither believe it [Jerusalem] had ever been inhabited. This was the end which
Jerusalem came to... a city otherwise of great magnificence, and of mighty
fame among all mankind.
