JUDGES 21:25 ESV

In those days there was no king in Israel. Everyone 
did what was right in his own eyes. 



I SAMUEL 8:6-9 NIV

But when they said, “Give us a king to lead us,” this displeased Samuel; so he 
prayed to the LORD. 7 And the LORD told him: “Listen to all that the people are 
saying to you; it is not you they have rejected, but they have rejected me as their 
king. 8 As they have done from the day I brought them up out of Egypt until this 
day, forsaking me and serving other gods, so they are doing to you. 9 Now listen 
to them; but warn them solemnly and let them know what the king who will reign 
over them will claim as his rights.”



I Samuel 8:19-22 NIV

But the people refused to listen to Samuel. “No!” they said. “We want a king over 
us. 20 Then we will be like all the other nations, with a king to lead us and to go out 
before us and fight our battles.” 21 When Samuel heard all that the people said, he 
repeated it before the LORD. 22 The LORD answered, “Listen to them and give them 
a king.” Then Samuel said to the Israelites, “Everyone go back to your own town.”



DEUTERONOMY 17:14-17 NIV

When you enter the land the LORD your God is giving you and have taken 
possession of it and settled in it, and you say, “Let us set a king over us like all the 
nations around us,” 15 be sure to appoint over you a king the LORD your God 
chooses. He must be from among your fellow Israelites. Do not place a foreigner 
over you, one who is not an Israelite. 16 The king, moreover, must not acquire great 
numbers of horses for himself or make the people return to Egypt to get more of 
them, for the LORD has told you, “You are not to go back that way again.” 17 He 
must not take many wives, or his heart will be led astray. He must not 
accumulate large amounts of silver and gold.



DEUTERONOMY 17:18-20 NIV

When he takes the throne of his kingdom, he is to write for himself on a scroll a 
copy of this law, taken from that of the Levitical priests. 19 It is to be with him, and 
he is to read it all the days of his life so that he may learn to revere the LORD his 
God and follow carefully all the words of this law and these decrees 20 and not 
consider himself better than his fellow Israelites and turn from the law to the right 
or to the left. Then he and his descendants will reign a long time over his kingdom 
in Israel.



I SAMUEL 9:2 ESV

And he had a son whose name was Saul, a handsome young man. There was not 
a man among the people of Israel more handsome than he. From his shoulders 
upward he was taller than any of the people.



I SAMUEL 13:13-14 NIV

And Samuel said to Saul, “You have done foolishly. You have not kept the 
command of the LORD your God, with which he commanded you. For then 
the LORD would have established your kingdom over Israel forever. 14 But 
now your kingdom shall not continue. The LORD has sought out a man after his 
own heart, and the LORD has commanded him to be prince over his people, 
because you have not kept what the LORD commanded you.”

Invite Jesse to the sacrifice, and I will show you what to do. You 
are to anoint for me the one I indicate.” 4 Samuel did what 
the LORD said. When he arrived at Bethlehem, the elders of the 
town trembled when they met him. They asked, “Do you come 
in peace?” 5 Samuel replied, “Yes, in peace; I have come to 
sacrifice to the LORD. Consecrate yourselves and come to the 
sacrifice with me.” Then he consecrated Jesse and his sons and 
invited them to the sacrifice. 6 When they arrived, Samuel saw 
Eliab and thought, “Surely the LORD’s anointed stands here 
before the LORD.”

I SAMUEL 16:7-11 NIV

But the LORD said to Samuel, “Do not consider his appearance or 
his height, for I have rejected him. The LORD does not look at the 
things people look at. People look at the outward 
appearance, but the LORD looks at the heart.” 8 Then Jesse called 
Abinadab and had him pass in front of Samuel. But Samuel said, 
“The LORD has not chosen this one either.” 9 Jesse then had 
Shammah pass by, but Samuel said, “Nor has the LORD chosen 
this one.” 10 Jesse had seven of his sons pass before Samuel, but 
Samuel said to him, “The LORD has not chosen these.” 11 So he 
asked Jesse, “Are these all the sons you have?” “There is still the 
youngest,” Jesse answered. “He is tending the sheep.” Samuel 
said, “Send for him; we will not sit down until he arrives.”
